Reclaim the Fields and the Squats of the ZAD

ﬁ FOR A FIGHTING FARM, LET'S SQUAT THE LAND!

For forty years, those who decide and those who tarmac have been salivating over a new airport
near to Nantes to feed their voracious dreams of a metropolis and of economic expansion. This
project would cover 1650 of agricultural land and rural hamlets: the ZAD ("zone of recorded
planning" in French administrative language, in other wards, the "Zane About to be Destraoyed").
The Notre-Dame-des-Landes airpart project, which could have been shelved as a inoppartune
anachronism, has been adapted over time, hecoming a flagrant symbal of the con and the
ideological arragance of "Green Capitalism".

The struggle has reached a critical stage with the signing, this January, of the construction and
exploitation contract with the Vinci group, world leader in planning territories. The colossal
propaganda offensive is being reinforced to justify the project, as it's promoters must feel they
are walking a tightrope. Although they aim to start work in the coming years, we know we can
still win this fight and we are prepared to ensure that any attempt to tarmac these lands will cost
them dear. The examples of victaries wan in this region in the past, including the defeat of the
nuclear projects in Plagoff, Carnet or Pellerin, show that even the mast megalomaniac companies
can be paralyzed with enough determination and the right taals.

As well as the many actions in support of the farmers and residents resisting around the affected
area, aver the past two years, more and mare peaple have begun to reclaim, bit by bit, the houses
and lands that have bee baught up by the pramaters of the airpart. A living base is being
constructed in the so called "ZAD": tree hauses and cabins, vegetable gardens, restored farmhouses,
meeting spaces and workshaps, a bakers, a library, a graphics workshap.

There are currently more than sixty new inhabitants in the ZAD spread over mare than fifteen sites.

AS PART OF THIS DYNAMIC, THE DEMO-ACTION OF THE 7TH MAY AIMS TO SET UP A
COLLECTIVE AGRICULTURAL PROJECT IN ABANDONED FIELDS TO DEFEND THESE
LANDS, LIVE IN THEM AND CONTRIBUTE TO FEEDING THE ZAD AND THE SURROUNDING
AREAS.

This initiative is the fruit of the cannections between Reclaim the Fields, netwark of Eurapean
farmers and landless peasants, and squatters in the ZAD. It is a call to all thase who fight for the
future of agriculture, those who have been giving life ta the local resistance for so lang, and wha
will not give in to resignation and all thase who today want to jain this struggle.

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Many men and women want to cultivate the land in ways that defy the the agro-foods industry,
synonym of glabal ecaonamic exploitation, environmental destruction, and of saciety's
managerialism. They face many abstacles.

One of the major problems faced is access to land, constantly disappearing under asphalt, or
controlled by the dominant land owners, gobbled up by palicies of canstant expansion of the
massive manaculture plots.

More and mare people and collectives, particularly in the cities, are seeking ways to feed
themselves with local produce based on direct exchange or producing to meet part of their own
foad needs. This pracess is alsa hitting barriers put up by agricultural policy and the current trends
in urbanization and land grabbing.

There is a lot of agricultural land in the ZAD. Despite the initiatives that have sought to maintain
their use aver the past decades, some are naw abandaned and others are facing exprapriatiaon.
Existing rental contracts will cease to be renewed as the works advance. All the lands will be lost
if the airport projects reaches completion.

The initiative of the Tth May is a step in the construction of a wider movement to liberate land.
